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Section II
Instructions to Bidders (ITB)

1. Scope of Works

as detailed in attached specifications, drawings and the bill of quantities provided herein.

2. Eligible Bidder
The Invitation for Bids is open to all registered Suppliers/manufacturers/contractors with
qualifications as described below:

a. Up to date Firm/Company Registration Certificate
b. VAT and PAN Registration Certificates
c. Tax Clearance Certificate
d. A written declaration made by the Bidder stating that the Bidder is not ineligible to

participate in the Bid; has no conflict of interest in the Bid procurement proceedings
and has not been punished for the profession or business related offence.

e. Power of Attorney
f. Other documents as specified in technical specifications

3. One Bid per Bidder
Each Bidder shall submit only one Bid. A Bidder who submits more than one Bid shall cause all
the quotations with the Bidder’s participation to be disqualified.

4. Cost of Bidding
The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his/her Bid and
the Employer shall in no case be liable for those costs.

5. Site Visit
The Bidder at his/her own cost, responsibility and risk may visit the site of the works and acquire
all necessary information for preparing the Bid and entering into a contract for construction of
the works.

6. Content of Bid Form

13. Format and Signing of Quotations
The Bid shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by an authorized person.
Any entries or amendments including alternations, additions or corrections made shall be
initialed by the same authorized person.

14. Sealing and Marking of Quotations
The Bidder shall submit his/her Bid in sealed envelopes. The envelope shall be addressed to the
Employer specified in the Invitation for Bid and shall bear the name and identification number of
the Bid.

15. Deadline for Submission of Quotations
Quotations shall be delivered to the Employer at the address no later than the time and date
specified in the Invitation for Bid.

16. Late Bid
Any Bid received by the Employer after the deadline shall not be accepted and shall be returned
unopened to the Bidder upon request.
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17. Modification and Withdrawal
Quotations once submitted shall not be withdrawn or modified.

18. Bid Opening
The Employer shall open the Quotations in the presence of the Bidders' representatives who
choose to attend at the time and in the place as specified in the Invitation for Bid. The Employer
shall prepare and provide minutes of the opening including the information disclosed to those
present.

19. Process to be Confidential
Information relating to the examination, evaluation and comparison of Quotations and
recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other
persons not officially concerned with such process until the award to the successful Bidder has
been announced. Any efforts by the Bidder to influence the Employer in the evaluation,
comparison or contract award decisions may result in rejection of Bidder’s Bid.

20. Examination of Quotations
Prior to the detailed evaluation of Quotations, the Employer shall determine whether each Bid

a. meets the eligibility criteria defined in clause 2;
b. has properly signed;
c. is accompanied by the required securities;
d. is substantially responsive to the requirements of the bidding documents as listed in

clause 9;

21. Evaluation and Comparison of Quotations
21.1 In evaluating the Quotations, the Employer shall determine for each Bid the evaluated Bid

Price by adjusting any corrections for errors. Quotations shall be checked by the Employer
for any arithmetic errors. Errors shall be corrected by the Employer as follows:

a. where there is a discrepancy between the amounts in figures and in words, the
amount in words shall govern;

b. where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line item total
resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the quantity, the unit rate as quoted
shall govern

21.2 If the Bidder does not accept the corrected amount, the Bid shall be rejected and the
Security pursuant to Clause 10 may be forfeited.

22. Award of Contract
22.1 The Employer shall decide the award of the contract, within 15 days of the opening of the

Bid, to the Bidder whose Bid is within the approved estimate and who has offered the
lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that such Bidder has been determined to be eligible
in accordance with the provisions of Clause 2.

22.2 If the bid, which results in the lowest Evaluated Bid price, is unbalanced or frontloaded in
relation to the Employer’s estimate of the items of Work to be performed under the
contract, the Employer shall ask the bidder to give clarification with detailed rate analysis
for any or all items of the Bill of Quantities. If the clarification is found satisfactory then
the Employer shall increase at the expense of the bidder, the performance security set
forth in Clause 25 by an additional 8% of the quoted amount to protect the Employer
against financial loss in the event of default of the successful bidder under the contract
and if the clarification is found unsatisfactory then the Employer may reject such bid.
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23. Employer's Right to Accept or Reject
The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid or to cancel the bidding process and
reject all Quotations, at any time prior to the award of the contract, without assigning any
reasons whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders.

24. Notification of Award and Signing of Agreement
24.1. The Bidder whose Bid is accepted and all other participating bidders shall be notified of

the award by the Employer.
24.2 The notification (hereafter called the “Letter of Acceptance”) to the successful Bidder

shall state the sum that the Employer shall pay the Bidder in consideration of the
execution, completion, and maintenance of the works as described by the contract.
Within 7 days of receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the successful Bidder shall deliver the
Performance Security pursuant to Clause 25 and sign the Agreement.

24.3 Inability of the Bidder to make an Agreement within the above stated period shall result in
cancellation of the Contract Award and forfeiture of the Bidder’s Security, upon which the
Contract shall then be awarded to the next successive successful Bidder.

25. Performance Security
i) If the bid price of the bidder selected for acceptance is up to 15 (fifteen) percent less than the
approved cost estimate, the performance security amount shall be 5 (five) percent of the bid
price.
ii) For the bid price less than 15 (fifteen) percent of the cost estimate, the performance security
amount shall be determined as follows:
Performance Security Amount = [(0.85 X Cost Estimate – Bid Price) X 0.5] + 5% of Bid Price
The Bid Price and Cost Estimate shall be inclusive of Value Added Tax

26. Additional Securities
The Bidder may be required to provide additional Performance Security if the Employer
determines that the rate quoted by the Bidder in the Bill of Quantities, are too low for execution
of the contract. In such case, the Employer shall instruct the Bidder to provide additional 8%
security for signing of the Contract Agreement. Bidder’s failure to do provide additional security
shall result in forfeiture of the Bid Security and award of the Contract to the next lowest
evaluated Bidder.

27. Corrupt of Fraudulent Practices
The Employer shall reject a bid for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for
award of contract has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in
question.

28. Conduct of Bidders
28.1 The Bidder shall be responsible to fulfill his/her obligations as per the requirement of the

Contract Agreement, Bidding documents, GoN’s Procurement Act and Regulation.
28.2 The Bidder shall not carry out or cause to carry out the following acts with an intention to

influence the implementation of the procurement process or the procurement
agreement:

a. give or propose improper inducement directly or indirectly,
b. distortion or misrepresentation of facts,
c. engaging or being involved in corrupt or fraudulent practice,
d. interference in participation of other prospective bidders,
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e. coercion or threatening directly or indirectly to cause harm to the person or the
property of any person to be involved in the procurement proceedings,

f. collusive practice among bidders before or after submission of bids for
distribution of works among bidders or fixing artificial/uncompetitive bid price
with an intention to deprive the Employer the benefit of open competitive bid
price,

g. Contacting the Employer with an intention to influence the Employer with regards
to the bid or interference of any kind in examination and evaluation of bids during
the period after opening of bids up to the notification of award of contract.

29. Blacklisting Bidder
29.1 Without prejudice to any other right of the Employer under this Contract, GoN, and Public

Procurement Monitoring Office may blacklist a bidder for his/her conduct up to three
years on the following grounds and seriousness of the act committed by the bidder:

a. If it is proved that the bidder committed acts pursuant to the Sub-clause 28.2,
b. If the fails to sign an agreement pursuant to Sub-clause 24.2,
c. If it is proved later that the bidder/contractor had committed substantial defect in

implementation of the contract or had not substantially fulfilled his/her obligation
under the contract or the completed work is not of the specified quality as per
the contract,

d. If convicted by a court of law in a criminal offence which disqualifies the bidder
from participating in the contract,

e. If it is proved that the contract agreement signed by the bidder was based on
false or misrepresentation of bidder’s qualification information,

f. Other acts mentioned in the Bidding Data.

29.1 A firm declared blacklisted and ineligible by the GoN shall be ineligible to bid for a
contract during the period of time determined by the PPMO.

Conditions of Contract (CC)

1. Definitions
1.1 In this contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

a. “The Contract” means the agreement entered into between the Employer and
the Bidder, as recorded in the contract form Signed by them, including all
attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by
reference therein;

b. “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Bidder under the contract for
the full and proper performance of its contractual obligation;

c. “The Goods” means Equipment and related Accessories and spare-parts or any
other materials which the Bidder is required to supply to the Employer under the
contract;

d. “Services” means services ancillary to the supply of the goods such as
transportation and insurance including the installation, commissioning and the
operational and maintenance training of the supplied equipment.

e. “The Employer” means the procuring entity purchasing the goods;
f. “The Bidder” means the one supplying the goods and services under this contract.

2. Technical Specification
2.1 The goods supplied under this contract shall confirm to the standards mentioned in the

Technical Specification.

3. Patent Right
3.1 The Bidder shall indemnify the Purchase against all third party claims of infringement of

patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of goods or any part thereof
in the Employer’s country.

4. Performance Security
4.1 Within seven days (7) of receipt of award of contract from the Employer the successful

Bidder shall furnish the performance security in accordance with the Sub – Clause 4.3 of
the Conditions of Contract in the Performance Security Form provided in the Bidding
Documents.

4.2 Failure of the successful Bidder to comply with the requirement of Sub – clause 4.1 shall
constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid
security, in which event the Employer may make the award to the next lowest Bidder or
call for new sealed quotations.

4.3 The performance security will be as follows:
i) If the bid price of the bidder selected for acceptance is up to 15 (fifteen) percent less
than the   approved cost estimate, the performance security amount shall be 5 (five)
percent of the bid price.
ii) For the bid price less than 15 (fifteen) percent of the cost estimate, the performance
security amount shall be determined as follows:

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4.4 The validity of Performance Security shall be one (1) year after the final installation and
commissioning of the Goods and the issue of final acceptance certificate to the Bidders.

4.5 The performance security shall be released within 28 days of completion of warranty
period and upon submission of claim by the Bidder.

5. Inspection and Tests
5.1 The Employer or its Representative shall have the right to inspect and/or test the goods to

confirm their conformity to the Technical Specification and the quality of performance
after the supply and delivery of good to the Employer’s premises.

6. Packing
6.1 The Bidder shall provide such packing of goods as is required to prevent their damage or

deterioration during transmit to their final destination as indicated in the contract.
6.2 The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during

transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit and
open storage.

6.3 The packing, marking and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply
strictly with such special requirements as shall be expressly provided in accordance with
international standard and practice.

7. Delivery of Goods
7.1 Delivery of the goods shall be made by the Bidder in accordance with the terms specified

by the Employer in its Schedule of Requirements.

current edition of INCOTERMS published by the International Chamber of Commerce
(ICC), Paris.

8. Insurance
8.1 The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured in the currency of the Sealed

Quotation price against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition,
transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified.

8.2 Where delivery of the goods is required by the Employer on a CIF or CIP basis to a
specified destination, the Bidder shall arrange and pay for insurance, naming the
Employer as the beneficiary and the Bidder shall be required to meet all transport and
storage expenses until delivery.

9. Warranty
9.1 The Bidder warrants that all the goods supplied under the contract shall fully comply with

the specification laid down in the contract.
9.2 The warranty shall remain valid for one year after the goods have been delivered to the

final destination indicated in the contract, and accepted by the Employer after installation
and commissioning of equipment by the Bidder.

9.3 The Employer shall promptly notify the Bidder in writing of any claims arising under this
warranty.

9.4 Upon receipt of such notice, the Bidder shall, with all reasonable speed, replace the
defective goods without cost to the Employer. The Bidder will be entitled to remove, at its
own risk and cost, the defective goods.
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10. Payment
10.1 Payment shall be made in the currency in which the contract price has been stated in the

Bidder’s Sealed Quotation.
10.2 Payment of the goods supplied from within Nepal shall be made in Nepali Rupees in the

following manner:
10.3 Payment of goods to be imported from abroad shall be made in the following manner:

a. Ten (10) percent of the Contract Price shall be paid within fifteen (15) days of
signing of the Contract, and upon submission of claim and bank guarantee for
equivalent amount valid until the goods are delivered and in the form provided in
the SQ documents or another form acceptable to the Employer.

b. On shipment/Site delivery: Eighty (80) percent of the contract price of the Goods
shipped or delivered shall be paid through irrevocable confirmed letter of credit
opened in favor of the Bidder in a bank in its country, upon submission of clean
Bill of Lading and other documents or on Site delivery.

c. On acceptance: Ten (10) percent of the contract price of goods received shall be
paid within thirty (30) days of receipt of the goods upon submission of claim
supported by the acceptance certificate issued by the Employer.

11. Prices
11.1 Prices charged by the Bidder for goods delivered under the contract shall not vary from

the prices quoted by the Bidder in its sealed quotation.

12. Changed Order
12.1 Where the Employer desires to make changes in Schedule of Requirements, it shall not

exceed more than 15 percent.

13. Liquidated Damages
13.1 If the Bidder fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period specified in the

contract, the Employer shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract,
deduct from the contract price, as liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.05 percent
of the contract price of delayed goods for each day of delay until actual delivery, up to a
maximum deduction of 10% of the delayed goods’ contract price. Once the maximum is
reached, the Employer may consider termination of the contract.

14. Resolution of Disputes
14.1 If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever shall arise between the Employer and

the Bidder in connection with or arising out of the Contract, the parties shall make every
effort to resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual consultation.

14.2 If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by
such mutual consultation, then either the Employer or Bidder may give notice to the other
party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the matter
in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such
notice is given.

a. Any dispute or difference in respect of such a notice of intention to commence
arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled
by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the
Goods under the Contract.

b. Arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with in accordance with
the rules of Nepal Council of Arbitration (NEPCA).

Steel Wire Reinforced Hydraulic Hoses can be used to transport hydraulic fluids under relatively high
pressures and temperatures. In addition, oil resistant wire braided hoses can provide flexible
connections between steel pipes in hydraulic systems. They can find applications in the field of mine
hydraulic bucket, automatic hydraulic systems of oil field exploiting machine, mine projects and other
industrial sectors such as jackhammer component. It can withstand the temperature of -40 0C to + 100
0C and the maximum temperature can be +125 0C.

In order to provide flexible connections in hydraulic systems plumbed with steel tubing or steel pipe,
double wire braid hoses can be used which have a rubber tube, double layer of braided steel wire and
a rubber cover. When the single wire braid hose cannot provide a measure of safety then a second
layer of wire braiding is added. And there are two reasons to consider for this: the extra wire provides
for higher working pressure and the interior braid is still protected if the hose cover has been damaged
and the exterior braid may rust and fail. This is an important consideration where hoses are subjected
external damage and then left out in the open weather. These types of pipes can bear very high
temperature, pressure and vacuum. All possibilities of burst have been reduced to a great extent
because of the fabrication of the second wire braid.

Size: The supplier should visit the site and take the dimensions of the hydraulic pipes and may refer
the old pipes for sample as per requirement.

Construction: It is made of oil resistant synthetic rubber lining of oil resistant, two types wire braid
reinforcement separated by synthetic rubber layer and synthetic rubber that is oil, fuel, weather and
abrasion resistant.

All the necessary works and installation works should be carried out as per instructions of the
concerned Heavy Equipment Operators and Mechanical Engineers of Sunkoshi Hydropower Station
and materials to be used should be of ISO standard.
